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Em cumprimento aos objetivos do Projeto Capes
Print - formacao internacionalizada e promo-
¢ao de seminarios com professores visitantes
estrangeiros — entre os dias 17 de novembro e
06 de dezembro de 2022 recebemos na Ufes os
Professores Gary Spolander (da Robert Gordon
University - Escécia), Paivi Marjanen (vice-reitora
da Humak University) e Timo Sorvoja (staff da
International service da Humak University).

Os professores e staff foram recebidos pelo reitor,
vice-reitor, secretario de Relac¢des internacionais,
diretora de P6s-Graduagao da Ufes e coorde-
nadores dos Programas de Pds-Gradua¢ao em
Politica Social e Educacao Fisica e da Graduacao
em Letras-Libras, além do apoio da servidora da
SRI Lisiane Mendes Rodrigues.

E a segunda vez que o professor Spolander vem
em visita a Ufes (a primeira foi em 2017). O pro-
fessor Spolander é assistente social e professor
do Departamento de Servico Social da RGU e
parceiro de pesquisa no Capes Print.

O professor ministrou 2 palestras (uma para
alunos/as da Graduacao e da Pos-Graduacao do
PPGPS e um para o PPGE), uma aula no Mestra-
do em Ciéncia da Informacao (PPGCI), além de
participar de reunides de planejamento de pro-
posta para novo edital e de reunides de escrita
de artigos e livros.

In compliance with the goals of the Capes Print
Project - internationalized training and promotion
of seminars with visiting international professors
- between November 17 and December 6, 2022
we welcomed at Ufes Prof. Gary Spolander (from
Robert Gordon University, RGU - Scotland), Prof.
Paivi Marjanen (vice-rector of Humak University,
Finland), and Timo Sorvoja (staff member of
the International service of Humak University,
Finland).

The professors and staff member were welcomed
by the rector, vice-rector, secretary of international
relations, director of graduate studies at Ufes and
coordinators of the graduate programs in social
policy and physical education and of the under-
graduate course in Letras-Libras, with the support
of SRI staff member Lisiane Mendes Rodrigues.

Thisis the second time Prof. Spolander has visited
Ufes (the first was in 2017). Prof. Spolander is a
social worker and professor in the Department
of Social Work at RGU and a research partner in
the Capes Print program.

The professor gave 2 lectures (one to undergrad-
uate and graduate students of PPGPS and one
to PPGE), a class at the Master’s in Information
Science (PPGCI) and participated in meetings
to plan a proposal for a new call and to write
articles and books.

Nesse periodo foram elaborados 2 propostas de
capitulo de livro, 4 novas artigos e revisao de 2
artigos aceitos para publicacao em periddicos
em inglés.

Entre as atividades acima listadas, destacamos a
reunido de planejamento de projeto para o edital
Erasmus Plus (a ser submetido em fevereiro de
2023), a ser coordenado pela professora Paivi
Marjanen (Humak University), com participacao
de 6 paises da Unido Europeia.

Conforme o edital, o projeto esta planejado para
envolver 6 paises da Uniao Europeia (Finlandia,
Alemanha, Italia, Pol6nia, Eslovénia e Portugal)
e 4 pafses ndo membros (Escdcia, Brasil, Africa
do Sul e India).
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In this period, 2 proposals for book chapters
and 4 new articles were prepared, and 2 articles
accepted for publication in journals in English
were revised.

Among the activities listed above, we highlight
the project planning meeting for the Erasmus
Plus call (to be submitted in February 2023), to
be coordinated by Prof. Paivi Marjanen (Humak
University), with the participation of 6 countries
of the European Union.

According to the call for proposals, the project
Is planned to bring together 6 European Union
countries (Finland, Germany, Italy, Poland, Slove-
nia, and Portugal) and 4 non-member countries
(Scotland, Brazil, South Africa, and India).

Com esse sexto boletim, finalizamos as ativida-
des do ano de 2022. Mas, tal como o rei Janus
